Conclusion:  What do we learn about God & man from the account of Noah and the Flood?

 God is Sovereign and acts with power and freedom over His creation – “in God’s
sight” or “God saw” and “the Lord said ‘I will’”; God acts only in reference to Himself

 God is the Judge, the Jury, the Executioner, and the Rescuer over humankind – The
flood reveals God’s deadly anger over sin & His gracious rescue

 God not only delivers, He is the “Master Designer of Deliverance” – Ark specs

 Men do wicked things because their hearts are set on evil (Genesis 6:5);The hubris of man, the proud overstepping of boundaries, will ultimately bring judgment& destruction from God
 God is faithful and true to His word – “the seed of the woman” continued in the new

beginning

 God’s judgment lays a stark contrast to the recipients of God’s grace – “Noah foundfavor in the eyes of the Lord” (Genesis 6:8; 8:1)
 Salvation brings great responsibility to obey the Lord (EPH 2:10) – Noah’s

obedience is commendable - Noah was “righteous man”; “blameless man”; and “walkedwith God”; what was “walking with God” like in Noah’s time?
 We must continually “set our minds” on “things above” (God’s word) in order to be

effective witnesses – Noah lived in a culture where no one honored God and, obediently,was a “preacher of righteousness” (2 Peter 2:5); a consistent practice of Colossians 4:2-6should be solid marks in our life
 Don’t forget the fig tree
