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The Resurrection And The Trinity 

 
“I and the Father are One.” 

(John 10:30 ESV) 
 

God is three Persons: God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit. They 

are One. God exists in the perfect unity of One. There is never conflict between the three 

Persons of the Godhead. God is always in perfect harmony with Himself. He is always in 

perfect unity with Himself. So, after the crucifixion, God raised Jesus from the dead. This 

was the action of one God in three persons.  

  

Concerning the Father's role in the resurrection, the Bible teaches: "…the 

immeasurable greatness of his power toward us who believe, according to the working of 

his great might that he worked in Christ when he raised him from the dead and seated him 

at his right hand in the heavenly places, far above all rule and authority and power and 

dominion, and above every name that is named, not only in this age but also in the one to 

come."1 

  

Concerning Jesus's role in His own resurrection, Jesus declared: "For this reason, 

the Father loves Me, because I lay down My life that I may take it up again. No one takes it 

from me, but I lay it down of my own accord. I have authority to lay it down, and I have 

authority to take it up again. This charge I have received from my Father.”2   

  

Concerning the Holy Spirit's role in the resurrection, Paul wrote: "If the Spirit of him 

who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ Jesus from the dead 

will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who dwells in you."3   

  

The Trinity secures the believer's hope. We know through the action of the 

Godhead that Jesus's sacrifice on the cross was effective and sufficient to secure the 

salvation of all those who believe Jesus. We never have to question whether Jesus's death

and resurrection were enough to secure our hope. The Father approves Jesus's work, and 

is therefore pleased to adopt us, calling us sons and daughters. The Son is satisfied with 

His own work and is therefore pleased to call us His bride and to share His divine 

inheritance with us for eternity. The Holy Spirit approves of Jesus's work and is therefore 

pleased to indwell us and cause us to believe Jesus and His finished work. The Trinity 

exists in perfect unity and harmony.

Applications: 

1. Note that the believer brings nothing to the table. God gave His only begotten Son, 
the Son gave Himself, and God gives the Holy Spirit to those who believe. This is a 
powerful reminder that God provides all that He requires. Good works, church 
membership, ethnicity, etc. are not pathways to eternal life with God (see John 
14:6).  

2. Preach the good news of Jesus’s life, death, and resurrection (i.e., the Gospel) to 
yourself daily, and lift praise to God continually. 

3. Preach the good news to those in your sphere of influence. Who is on your top ten 
prayer list for salvation? If you don’t have a list, start one and update it routinely. 
Remember to pray too for opportunity to discuss these matters with the individuals 
on your list. 

4. Periodically conduct self-examination. Oswald Chambers wrote,  
 
“The proof that I have experienced crucifixion with Jesus is that I have a 

definite likeness to Him. The Spirit of Jesus entering me rearranges my personal life 
before God. I can have the resurrection life of Jesus here and now, and it will exhibit 
itself through holiness. The Holy Spirit invades me. He takes charge of everything. 
My part is to walk in the light and to obey all that He reveals to me.”  
 
Does my life match up to this proof outlined by Chambers?
